RULES FOR SUBMISS ION & THE SMALL PRINT 

 
 There is NO entry fee 

 Films can be about any subject and set in any country BUT the director must be either a British citizen living in 

the UK or abroad OR a filmmaker from anywhere in the world who is resident in the UK.   

 Films must have been completed in the last 12 months and must not have previously had a public screening 

or broadcast in the UK. The BRITDOC 08 screenings will be delegate only. This means the BRITDOC screening 

may not qualify as a public screening when you are applying to the London Film Festival. 

 All screeners submitted should be on DVD or pal VHS only and please note that screeners cannot be returned. 

Should your film be selected for the festival it MUST be available to screen on DigiBeta.
