 This event forms part of Film London’s Micro-Budget Feature Roadshow programme, supported
by Skillset. Film London’s Microwave is the first UK Micro-Budget feature production fund,
launched in January 2006 in partnership with the BBC. Microwave challenges film-makers to
produce a feature for no more than £100,000 and provides majority funding in
addition to bespoke training for film-makers throughout the production process, including
mentoring and support from script to marketing.

 Northwest Vision and Media’s Digital Departures launched in 2007. Guided throughout by
Industry professionals, the three Digital Departures films will have a budget of £250,000 fully
financed by partners Liverpool Culture Company and the BBC. The Films will be developed, shot
and post produced in Liverpool, premiering in the city in Autumn 2008.
